Human Rights work in Pampanga, Philippines

I am in the midst of a life-changing transition.  In March 2013, I will begin a legal fellowship in Pampanga, Philippines with International Justice Mission, a Christian human rights organization based in Washington D.C. working to fight against human trafficking.
International Justice Mission (IJM) is a human rights agency whose mission is to protect people from violent forces of injustice by securing rescue and restoration for victims and ensuring public justice systems work for the poor. IJM’s overarching mission is fourfold: to identify and rescue those enslaved; to bring the perpetrators to justice; to provide victim aftercare; and to work towards lasting legislative reform in the respective countries. Before hearing about the work of IJM, I didn’t know much about human trafficking.  I didn’t know that, according to a recent article in National Geographic, there are 27 million slaves in the world today; unseen & unheard by most of us in affluent nations.  But now that I do know about it, I can’t pretend that I don’t.

So I am moving to the Philippines where I will be working as a Legal Fellow.  I will be providing legal research on issues pertaining to criminal cases on which my office is working and assist with the casework.  For an in depth look at how IJM is helping people, see the real life case story of Kunthy attached.  I first heard about IJM when I read an article about Kunthy and how IJM has helped her.
I am daunted, but hugely excited by this opportunity to use the skills that I have gained to make a difference in the lives of these children and women. 

The fellowship is unpaid and my goal is to raise £10,000 to cover expenses such as airfare, visa fees, rent, meals, transportation, etc.  I have enclosed my budget for the year, which has been calculated in line with those of past and current volunteers working for IJM in the Philippines.
